“For all that is in the world—the desires of the flesh and the desires of the eyes and pride of
life—is not from the Father but is from the world.” (1 John 2:16)

“Turn my heart toward your statutes and not toward selfish gain. Turn my eyes away from
worthless things; preserve my life according to your word.”

Abram Lived by Faith
